1. Who regulates pesticides and pesticide applicators in Mississippi?

The Mississippi Department of Agriculture & Commerce - Bureau of Plant Industry (the Bureau) is the regulatory
agency responsible for regulating pesticides and pesticide applicators in the state of Mississippi. With the
popularity of Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAVs), there is a need to communicate what is required to legally apply
pesticides, seed, and fertilizer using UAV equipment.

2. What is required to make pesticide applications using UAVs?

All UAV operators making applications of pesticides, seed, and fertilizer must first meet all Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) requirements. This includes FAA Part 107 and 137 certificates, waivers, aircraft registrations,
medical certificates, etc. Upon meeting all federal requirements, please contact the Bureau to secure your state
credentials.

Council, Mississippi Agricultural Industry Council, and Bureau Advisory Board members all interested in providing
current and reliable information.
