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How many farmers' markets are there in Mississippi?

There are 59 farmers' markets (FM) listed in the Mississippi Department of Agriculture (MDAC) website at
http://www.mdac.state.ms.us/n_library/departments/farm_mkt/frk_frm_markets.asp. Of which, only 20 farmers'
markets have websites.

How does MarketMaker promote farmers markets?
When buyers search for farmers' markets in MarketMaker (MM), the search covers all of the farmers' markets
listed in the specified area in which the consumer/buyer is searching.

How does a Farmers' Market join MarketMaker?
By registering and creating a business profile for the farmers' market.

What is the importance of the business profile?

The decision to go or not to go to the FM will be influenced by the information in the business profile such as
products sold, seasonality, and operating days. It is important that the business profile is regularly updated since
it is what the customers will see when conducting business searches.

How much will it cost my business to register and create a business profile?
Membership in MarketMaker is FREE. Your Extension Service is maintaining it for you.

How does a buyer/consumer search for farmers' markets?

In Mississippi MarketMaker, click the link “SEARCH” located at the upper right section of the page.
Click the link “Begin New Business Search” located at the upper middle section of the page.

Click “Farmers Market” and specify the area to be searched under “Search By” .

There are 61 FMs now registered in MS-MM, two more FMs than those listed at MDAC.
