COMMERCIAL HEIFER AND MARKET STEER EXHIBITORS – SPECIAL NOTICE! 

Check with your 4-H/FFA exhibitors that are exhibiting steers and commercial beef and dairy heifers about horns. All 
commercial heifers and steers showing at the Mississippi State Fair and District and Dixie National Junior Round-Up Livestock Shows 
must be polled or dehorned with no scurs or re-growth to exceed 1½ inches above the skin line. Remember the minimum weight on 
commercial heifers is 500 pounds for the Mississippi State Fair.  ALL exhibitors are responsible for weighing their commercial heifers 
and market steers and declaring their animal’s show weight on a weight card.
