NAHMS Feedlot Study Notes Importance of On-farm Management

As part of the NAHMS Feedlot 2011 study,
operators were asked to assess a list of six
pre-arrival management practices as
extremely effective, very effective,
somewhat effective, or not effective for
reducing sickness or death loss. All six listed
pre-arrival management practices were
deemed to be extremely or very effective by
at least 71.0 percent of feedlots (Figure 1).

The practice perceived by feedlot operators
to be the most effective was castrating and
dehorning calves at least 4 weeks prior to
shipping (91.6 percent of feedlots). Treating
calves for external or internal parasites prior
to shipping was believed to be extremely

or very effective by the lowest percentage of
feedlots (71.0 percent). These results show
that all listed prearrival practices have
perceived importance, but some are thought
to be more important than others.
