Family: Cyperaceae (Sedge family)

Purple nutsedge
(Cyperus rotundus)

leaf tip is blunt 
(worn-down 

edge, not sharp)

Purple nutsedge tubers

VS Yellow nutsedge
(Cyperus esculentus)

leaf tip is 
narrow (sharp)

Yellow nutsedge tubers

Remember:
One weed seed is enough to start an infestation.
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
